FATHER

“Our Father who is in heaven”

· Galatians 4:6 – Because you are His child, God sent the Spirit of His Son into your heart, the Spirit who calls out, “Abba, Father.”

· Revelation 4:2-3 – Immediately I was in the Spirit; and behold, a throne was in heaven, with One sitting on the throne.  And He who was sitting there had the appearance of jasper and ruby.  A rainbow that shone like an emerald encircled the throne. 



JEHOVAH TSIDKENU

The Lord My Righteousness

· 2 Corinthians 5:21 – He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.

· 1 John 1:9 – If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.



JEHOVAH MAKEDDISH

The Lord My Sanctifier

· 1 Corinthians 6:11 – Such were some of you; but you were washed, but you were sanctified, but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and in the Spirit of our God.

· 2 Corinthians 3:6 – He has made us competent as ministers of the new covenant...




JEHOVAH SHAMMAH

The Lord Who is Present with Me

· 1 Corinthians 3:16 – Do you not know that you are the temple of God, and that the Holy Spirit dwells within you?

· Philippians 2:13 – For it is God who is at work in you, both to will and to work for His good pleasure.



JEHOVAH SHALOM

The Lord Who is My Peace

· Ephesians 2:14 – For He Himself is our peace.

· Philippians 4:6-7 – Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God.  And the peace of God, which surpasses all comprehension, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.



JEHOVAH RAPHA

The Lord Who Heals Me

· 1 Peter 2:24 – By His stripes you were healed.  

· Psalm 103:1-3 – Praise the Lord, O my soul; all my inmost being, praise His holy name. Praise the Lord, O my soul, and forget not any of His benefits – Who forgives all your sins and heals all your diseases. 
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The Lord My Shepherd

· Psalm 23 – The Lord is my shepherd, I shall not want. He makes me lie down in green pastures; He leads me beside quiet waters. He restores my soul; He guides me in the paths of righteousness For His name’s sake. Even though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I fear no evil, for You are with me; Your rod and Your staff, they comfort me. You prepare a table before me in the presence of my enemies; You have anointed my head with oil; My cup overflows. Surely goodness and mercy will follow me all the days of my life, and I will dwell in the house of the Lord forever.

The Lord Who Provides

· Psalm 84:11 – No good thing does He withhold from those who walk uprightly (blamelessly).

· James 1:17 – Every good and perfect gift comes from the Father.



JEHOVAH NISSI

The Lord My Banner

· Romans 8:31, 37 – What shall we say to these things? If God be for us, who can stand against us?  But in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him Who loves us.

· Numbers 14:9 – Do not be afraid, for they are bread for us. Their protection is gone, but the Lord is with us.
HIS KINGDOM 

“Your kingdom come, Your will be done, on earth....”

· Yourself, your spouse, your marriage, your children (one at a time)

· Romans 14:17 – The Kingdom of God is... righteousness, peace, and joy in the Holy Spirit.



DAILY BREAD

“Give us this day our daily bread”

· James 4:2 – You do not have, because you do not ask.

· Psalm 37:4 – Delight yourself in the Lord; and He will give you the desires of your heart.  [Job 22:22-30]



FORGIVENESS

“Forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors”

· Am I choosing to drink poison today?  [any person/situation]

· Just as



TEMPTATION & DELIVERANCE

“Deliver us from evil”

· Psalm 91:7-8 – A thousand may fall at your side, and ten thousand at your right hand, but it shall not come near you.

· Romans 8:18 – For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory that is to be revealed to us.



IT’S ALL ABOUT HIM

“Yours is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory”

· Joshua 5:13-14 – When Joshua was near Jericho, he looked up and saw a man standing in front of him with a drawn sword in his hand. Joshua went to him and asked, “Are you for us or for our enemies?”  “Neither,” he replied.

· 1 Cor. 15:28 – When all things are subjected to Him, then the Son Himself also will be subjected to the One who subjected all things to Him, so that God may be all in all.
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
