SESSION #13 - REVELATION 21-22 INTERNATIONAL

REVELATION 21:1-3 (NKJV) - “Now I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven
and the first earth had passed away. Also there was no more sea. Then I, John, saw the holy
city, New Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her
husband. And I heard a loud voice from heaven saying, “Behold the tabernacle of God is with
men, and He will dwell with them, and they shall be His people. God imself will be with them
and be their God.”

2 PETER 3:10-13 (NIV) - “But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, the heavens will
disappear with a roar; the elements will be destroyed by fire, and the earth and everything done
in it will be laid bare. Since everything will be destroyed in this way, what kind of people ought
you to be? You ought to live holy and godly lies as you look forward to the day of God and speed
its coming. That day will bring about the destruction of the heavens by fire, and the elements
will melt in the heat. But in keeping with his promise we are looking forward to a new heaven
and a new earth, where righteousness dwells.”

HEBREWS 8:13 (NKJV) - “In that He says, “A new covenant,” He has made the first obsolete.
Now what is becoming obsolete and growing old is ready to banish away.”

REVELATION 21:9-10 (NKJV) - “Then one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls filled
with the seven last plagues came to me and talked with me, saying, “Come, I will show you the
bride, the Lamb’s wife.” And he carried me away in the spirit to a great and high mountain, and
showed me the great city, the Holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven form God.”

REVELATION 17:1 (NKJV) - “Then one of the seven bowls came and talked with me, saying,
“Come, I will show you the judgement of the great harlot who sits on many waters.”

HEBREWS 12:22-23 (NIV) - “But you have come to Mount Zion, to the city of the living God, the
heavenly Jerusalem. You have come to thousands upon thousands of angels in joyful assembly,
to the church of the firstborn, whose names are written in the heaven. You have come to God,
the Judge of all, to the spirits of the righteous made perfect.”

REVELATION 21:4 (NKJV) - “And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes; there shall be
no more death, nor sorrow, nor crying. There shall be no more pain, for the former things have
passed away.”
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I JOHN 2:17 (NIV) - “The world and its desires pass away, but whoever does the will of God lives
forever.”

JOHN 11:25-26 (NIV) - “Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. The one who
believes in me will live, even though they die; and whoever lives by believing in me will never
die. Do you believe this?”

REVELATION 21:11 (NKJV) - “...having the glory of God. Her light was like a most precious
stone, like a jasper stone, clear as crystal.”

REVELATION 21:12-14 (NKJV) - “Also she had a great and high wall with twelve gates, and the
twelve angels at the gates, and the names written on them, which are the names of the twelve
tribes of the children of Israel: three gates on the north, three gates on the south, and three
gates on the west. Now the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and on them were the
names of the twelve apostles of the Lamb.”

JOHN 4:22 (NIV) - “You Samaritans worship what you do not know; we worship what we do
know, for salvation is from the Jews.”

- GENESIS 3:24

REVELATION 21:15-20 (NKJV) - “And he who talked with me had a gold reed to measure the
city, its gates, and its wall. The city is laid out as a square; its length is as great as its breadth.
And he measured the city with the reed: twelve thousand furlongs. Its length, breadth, and
height are equal. Then he measured its wall: one hundred and forty-four cubits, according to
the measure of a man, that is, of an angel. The construction of its wall was o pure jasper; and
the city was pure gold, like clear glass. The foundations of the wall of the city were adorned
with al kinds of precious stones: the second sapphire, the third chalcedony, the fourth emerald,
the fifth sardonyx, the sixth sardius, the seventh chrysolite, the eighth beryl, the ninth topaz,
the tenth chrysoprase, the eleventh jacinth, the twelfth amethyst.”

EPHESIANS 2:19-22 (NKJV) - “Now, therefore, you are no longer strangers and foreigners, but
fellow citizens with the saints and members of the household of God, having been built on the
foundation o the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being the chief cornerstone, in
whom the whole building, being fitted together, grows into a holy temple in the Lord, in whom
you also are being built together for a dwelling place of God in the Spirit.”

MALACHI 3:17 (NKJV) - “They shall be Mine, says the Lord of hosts, on the day that I make
them my jewels. And I will spare them as a man spares his own son who serves him.”

1 PETER 2:5( NKJV) - “You also, as living stones, are being built up a spiritual house, holy
priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.”

REVELATION 21:21 (NIV) - “The twelve gates were twelve pearls, each gate made of a single
pearl. The great street of the city was of gold, as pure as transparent glass.”
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ACTS 14:22 (NKJV) - “... strengthen the souls of the disciples, exhorting them to continue in the
faith and saying, “We must through many tribulations enter the kingdom of God.”

REVELATION 21:22 (NKJV) - “But I saw no temple in it, for the Lord God Almighty and the
Lamb are its temple.”

REVELATION 22:1-2 (NKJV) - “And he showed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal,
proceeding from the throne of God and of the Lamb. In the middle of its street, and on either
side of the river, was the tree of life, which bore twelve fruits, each tree yielding its fruit every
month. The leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.”

JOHN 7:37-38 (NKJV) - “On the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried out,

saying, “if anyone thirsts, let him come to Me and drink, He who believes in Me, as the
Scripture has said, out of his heart will flow rivers of living water.”
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
